* A Central Coast high school senior graduating in 2008 or a student
enrolled at Alan Hancock Community College or CalPoly, San Luis
Obispo;

* Plan to major or are majoring in viticulture or enology at either Alan
Hancock Community College or CalPoly, San Luis Obispo;

* Complete the application form;

* Attach official, high school transcript and /or most current class
enrollment and transcript forms;

* Attach a copy of your SAT or ACT results if you are applying for
CalPoly;

* Provide a letter of recommendation from an instructor, the school
principal or counselor — or college instructor, counselor or ad-
ministrator. The letter should be signed and provide the address,
telephone number and position held in the school.

* Submit a 500 word essay that tells the committee about you, your
career goals, and how you plan to help your community. Address-
ing some or all of the following questions and statements may
assist you in writing your essay:

* Tell us about your family relationships.

*|s attending college common in your family?

* Why do you want to continue your education?

* Tell us about your extracurricular activities, community service
and any work experience you may have.

* How will this scholarship make a difference in your continued
education?

* What world events have had the most impact on you and
your family?
